The ASA was established in 1931. As an organization of
professional artists, its mandate is to promote the visual arts
throughout Alberta. The ASA has a long history of producing
local, regional and interprovincial exhibitions.

The ASA has been contracted by the Alberta Foundation for
the Arts to develop and circulate art exhibitions to venues in
southwestern Alberta. It is pleased to present a new roster
of travelling exhibitions for the 2010-2011 season.

Last year the ASA provided exhibitions to over sixty
venues in twenty-six communities. These exhibitions are
intended to adapt to smaller spaces found in schools,
libraries, museums and other public facilities. Each
exhibition is designed to easily unpack, install and
commercially transport.

Educational interpretive materials are provided that enable
teachers to use the exhibitions in many different ways within
the school curriculum.

Each year we welcome new communities and venues to
experience eye-opening and enriching art through the
TREX Program. This is your opportunity!

Your organization can display a pre-packaged exhibition in
your community. Most art is fragile and so the following
considerations must be made in choosing a location.

Light, Humidity and Temperature
The greatest threats to works of art are bright light and rapid

changes in humidity and temperature. Therefore, art works
should not be exposed to direct sunlight. In order to avoid
speedy contraction and expansion of materials that damage
art, crates must be left unopened for 24 hours after their
arrival. No exhibition should be left outdoors under any
circumstances.

Security

All exhibitions must be displayed in areas easily supervised
and should be checked regularly when open to the public.
Damaged and stolen art works are irreplaceable.

Eire Protection
The location you have selected must fulfill local fire
regulation standards.

Cost

There is an administration fee of $75.00 per exhibition
booking. There are no extra expenses to your venue, as
shipping and insurance costs are fully covered by the
Foundation and Alberta Society of Artists.

Derek Besant is an accomplished interdisciplinary artist who has produced compelling
art since the early 1970s. He is a leader among Alberta based contemporary artists,
presenting sophisticated exhibitions to audiences throughout the world. Besant has
influenced and mentored many young artists through his position as a long-standing
faculty member of the ACAD in Calgary and as a visiting lecturer internationally.

AlLossforWordsi s i nspired by Besantds paspgateon f or
engravings, illustrators of elementary grammar school books, and hand pulled prints

by artists who render line expertly. The series also reflects his ongoing interest in

botany, ornithology, human anatomy (which he has taught for over thirty years),

architecture and illustrated technical manuals. Besant notices small details in nature

and life, perhaps aided by his early training as a geophysicist (his first career path).

Each art work in this exhibition is

divided into five or six sections resembling a film strip or storyboard. The exquisite

hand drawn images that occupy each cell vary in size and tonal frequency to subtly

move objects and scenes forward or backward in space. Phrases below each image

can be read sequentially or matched with other cells in the exhibition. Mysterious,

playful and poetic connections abound.
