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Open Call to Alberta Artists
“THE FOREST SHOW”

The United Nations Forum on Forests officially launched the 2011 International Year of the
Forests in April 2007. The UN International Year of Forests is a celebration of the
importance forests play in everyday life. The international year will increase public
awareness of forests’ important ecological, economic and social functions.

The Alberta Society of Artists is holding an Open Juried Exhibition inviting all Alberta Artists
to submit artwork in their chosen medium in honour of Forests. This OPEN exhibition will
showcase high-quality art by Alberta artists addressing concerns we share regarding the
sustainability of our forests. This exhibition is scheduled to be featured in Hinton early in
2011, in Edmonton at The McMullen Gallery from mid March to mid May 2011 and
hopefully in the Calgary area in June 2011. Chosen artists will have the unique opportunity
to be featured in the exhibition catalogue and gain province-wide exposure through
extensive advertising and media coverage. From this exhibition, 14 to 18 artworks will be
selected to become part of a two-year travelling exhibition through the Alberta Foundation
for the Arts Travelling Exhibition Program (TREX) organized by the Alberta Society of
Artists.

Alberta artists are invited to submit up to 3 images of artworks in any medium with
dimensions in any direction of no larger than 48”. (TREX will choose art works no larger
than 30” in height or width for the two year travelling exhibition). Suggested themes for The
Forest Show include:

Reforestation, conservation, sustainable forest management,
Forest degradation, ecological stability, ecosystems,

Social functions of forests: food and shelter,

Purification of water & air (world’s oxygen factories),
Preservation of Biological Diversity,

Protection against soil erosion and heavy winds,
