Submission Requirements:
0 Current residency in the province of Alberta and over 18 years of age.

0 An attached Artist’s Biography/CV (3 pages maximum include training, exhibition and other relevant art experience).
All written information may be included on the DVD/CD-ROM if saved as a Word File or as a PDF file.

0 Ten digital images of original works completed within the last two years. Submit JPEG files only with a resolution of
72 dpi (dots per inch). Maximum size of 1024 x 768 pixel files. Label each image with your last name followed by the
number of the image (eg: adams01.jpg, adams02.jpg, adams03.jpg etc.). Mark the CD with your name.

For works that are not two dimensional, you may submit one DVD or CD-ROM with both a video file and 5 digital
images where the video file runs no longer than five minutes. For works that do not lend themselves to still
documentation, you may submit one DVD or CD-ROM compilation not exceeding a running time of ten minutes. Mark
the DVD/CD-ROM with your name.

Images need to be clear and professional in appearance. Files not able to be opened on the ASA office computer will
not be accepted and will be immediately returned. To ensure that your images are readable please test your material
to ensure that it is formatted correctly, submit early and confirm with the ASA office that the files can be read before
the March 1st deadline (no accommodations can be made after March 1st.)

0 An attached listing of the 10 digital images/video works with titles, dimensions, medium and date of completion.

O SASE for return of CD/DVD/CD-ROM (consider the size and weight of your submission!)

0 One cheque for the $25 Jurying Fee is enclosed (non-refundable).

6 One cheque for the $80 Annual Membership Fee is enclosed (returned if the application is unsuccessful).

Incomplete applications will be returned. CD/DVD/CD-ROM of successful applicants become the property of the
Alberta Society of Artists.

Deadline: Applications are to be delivered to the ASA Office in Calgary
by 4:00pm March 1st of every year. When March 1st falls on a weekend, delivery of submissions is extended
